Examples: Carbamazepine (Tegretol), Felbamate (Felbatol), Gabapentin 
(Neurontin), Lamotrigine (Lamictal), Oxcarbazepine (Trileptal), Topiramate 
(Topamax), Valproic acid (Depakene)
